The dry summer has taken its toll, but the irrigated portions of the course are 
in good condition as those participating in the Club Championship can attest.  
However, the ponds are low and the rough that is not irrigated has browned 
out.  I have received numerous questions about the algae in the pond; the 
growth on the surface is not algae, but a grass that has taken root.  We will 
be applying herbicide in the fall that should kill the unwanted grass.   

We will be starting the process of aerification beginning in September.  The current schedule 
reflects revisions to the originally published schedule.  These revisions were required as a result 
of several golf events being added to the calendar. The schedule is as follows, but can be altered 
depending upon weather conditions: 

September 4th & 5th  – Aerification of Tees 
September 8th & 9th – Greens Aerification 

September 10th -  Start Fairway Aerification 
 

Aerification is needed to ensure that the turf’s root system receives both oxygen and water.  
Lacking aerification the health of the turf is seriously impacted.  Though the immediate effect of 
you the golfer is inconvenience, the long term benefit is substantial. Your patience is greatly 
appreciated!
